Prunings

Flail Mow all material you 
can

Chip remaining material 

Apply for a burning permit 
using Forced Air 

Technology; air quality 
conditions and other 

restrictions apply.

Difficult terrain to use 
Forced Air Technology or 

not available

Apply to get a one-day open burning permit:

•Material should be dry for 2-years or alternatively 
moisture content should be 30% or less

• Sebacks  apply: 100 m from residences & business. 500m 
from hospitals, schools and care facilities

•Check Air Quality conditions before you burn; online or 
call   1-855-262-BURN (2876)

•Fires should not start until after 10:00am and ends by 
4:00 or two hours before sunset, whichever is later

•Wood piles size 3m width x 3 m Length x 2 m height

Diseased Debris

Person must ensure that the 
vegetative debris is verified as being 
infested with a pathogen or insect 
listed in Schedule 1 of OBSRC by an:

•agrologist

•professional biologist 

•professional forester, or registered 
forest  technologist

At least 50% of the vegetative 
debris open burned is diseased 

vegetative debris

accelerant material is used if 
the diseased vegetative debris 

is not seasoned vegetative 
debris

Orchard Removal

Pull out unwanted orchard 
trees. Tree roots must be free 

of rocks and dirt. Cut trees 
approximately two or three 

feet above the root ball

Salvage wood

Have an excavator or tractor create 
windrows of pulled trees. Make one 

pile for every acre of trees pulled. Piles 
wood waste on level ground that is 

easily accessible for large equipment 
and in a place that does not conflict 

with your replanting process.

Have at least 
4 piles?  

3m width x 3 
m Length x 2 

m height 
  

Split, stack, cover and dry wood 
properly. Firewood should have a 
moisture content or 20% or less 

to be used. 

Apply to get a Mow/Chip it 
Rebate. 80% of rental/service 
cost up to $500, per applicant. 

Invoice required. 

Register online at least one 
year in advance for the Free 
Agricultural Chipping 
Program. (Waiting list)
